But birds have many ways of fighting the cold.

You shiver to keep warm. The heat that you make is made mostly in your
muscles. The muscles make more heat when they are active. So one way of
keeping warm is to move about, use your muscles. Another way is to shiver.
When your body needs heat, the muscles tighten and loosen quickly. They
become active. Just as you shiver to keep warm, so do birds.

The Sun gives us warmth, the air moves to make the wind and water makes the
clouds, rain and snow. The water that falls as rain was once water in the sea,
rivers and lakes. It has fallen millions of times before. Every day, the Sun heats
up the water and some of it becomes tiny drops of moisture in the air. As the
warm air rises, it cools down. The tiny drops of moisture turn into millions of
larger drops of water that we see as clouds. Fog and mist are clouds close to
the ground.

As the air becomes colder, more drops of water form. They become too
heavy for the cloud and fall to the ground as rain. If it is very cold, the water
drops freeze to form ice crystals. Then they fall from the clouds as snow.
